	definition: VICAP provides free, unbiased Medicare counseling and education to older adults, individuals with disabilities, and caregivers.
	eligible_population: Individuals who are Medicare beneficiaries or who are about to be eligible for Medicare.  
	service_description: Provides education and assistance to Medicare eligible individuals and their caregivers in order to help them make informed decisions regarding their Medicare benefits.  VPAS employs staff and volunteers who are trained and state-certified offering individual counseling and classes to the community. They provide unbiased and confidential information to help individuals compare Medicare drug plans, Medicare Advantage Health Plans, and Medigap Supplemental Insurance, and assist with resolution of Medicare and related insurance problems.  Information is given in an objective manner that supports independent decision making.  Insurance Counselors are not associated with any insurance company and do not sell insurance products.  Counseling is offered by office appointment or over the phone.  Home visits can be arranged for individuals who cannot leave their home.  Classes are offered in a variety of locations within community organizations for the purpose of informing larger groups of people about Medicare benefits and programs of assistance.  VPAS provides outreach, counseling, and application assistance to low income individuals through MIPPA funding.  During the fall Open Enrollment Period, counselors help individuals evaluate coverage options, select the most cost-effective plans, and track savings outcomes.
